During storage and transportation, espe-
cially at high ambient temperature, the oil
and grease used for assembling may run out
inside the packing and damage the
expanded polystyrene packing material. This
is not unusual and is in no way detrimental
to the shock absorber.

Mounting instructions
1

Put the motorcycle on a stand so the rear wheel
is clear of the ground. Make sure it’s steadily fixed
so it will not fall over.

A WARNING!

1. It's advisable to have an Ohlins dealer or other
qualified person to fit your shock absorber.

2. Instructions in the vehicle service manual are
to be followed when changing the shock
absorber.

3. When working on a lifted vehicle it must be
securely supported to prevent it from falling.

Loosen and remove the attachment bolts of the
standard shock absorber. Remove the shock
absorber by lifting it out to the left side of the
motorcycle.

Fit the Ohlins shock absorber in the reverse order.

4

Fit the hydraulic preload adjuster to the silencer
bracket on the right side of the motorcycle. Use
bolt (01046-21) M8x40 provided.

5

Tie the hose to the subframe. Use tie-raps
(00231-01) provided.

NOTE!

Make sure that all bolts are tightened to the cor-
rect torque and that nothing fouls or restricts
movement of the shock absorber when the sus-
pension is being fully compressed or extended.

Continue your work according to the Owners
Manual, section Adjustments

NOTE!

When dissassembling suspension components
it’s always easier first to loosen all bolts and brack-
ets, before removing the components. Reversed
order when assembling, tightening all bolts is the
last thing you should do.

A WARNING!

If the shock absorber has an ad-
justable end eye/bracket, this
must not be treaded out more
than that one groove is fully vis-
ible beneath the lock nut. Make
sure that the lock nut is tightened
after adjustment.
