Mounting instructions
1

Put the motorcycle on the central stand
so that the rear wheel is clear of the
ground. Make sure it is fixed so it will not
fall over.

2

Open the seat.

A WARNING!

1. It’s advisable to have an Ohlins dealer
or other qualified person to fit your shock
absorber.2. Instructions in the motorcycle
workshop manual are to be followed when
changing the shock absorber.3. When
working on the motorcycle it must be se-
curely supported to prevent it from falling
over.

Remove the passengers handle on the left
side.

4

Remove the lower rear cover (grey colour).

5
Remove left lower side cover (grey colour).
6

Remove the left upper rear side cover
(glossy painted) .

7
Remove the original shock absorber.

8

Fit the Ohlins shock absorber. The head
shall be upwards and the gas filling nipple
to the rear. Washer 3118-05 (t=3) and
sleeve 123-11 shall be mounted to the
upper attachment.

9

Reassemble the motorcycle cover.
