Spring pre-load adjuster

Adjust by turning the knob on the hydraulic ad-
juster. Turn clockwise for higher pre-load. Turn
counter clockwise to release the pre-load.

Compression damping adjuster

Adjust on top of the reservaoir.

Low speed adjustment on the slotted centre
screw. High speed adjustment on the hexagon
screw.

Rebound damping adjuster
Adjust by turning the wheel on the piston shaft
above the end bracket.

Length adjuster

Adjust the length by turning the end bracket.

1. It is advisable to have an Ohlins dealer
or other qualified person install the shock
absorber.

3. When working on a raised vehicle, make
sure that it is securely supported to prevent

it from falling.

Remove the lower and the upper attachments
of the original shock absorber.

Remove the original shock absorber upwards.

Install the Ohlins shock absorber in the same
way as the original unit.

Attach the upper and the lower attachments
of the Ohlins shock absorber. Use the original
screws.

Make sure that all bolts are tightened to the
correct torque and that nothing fouls or re-
stricts movement of the shock absorber when
the suspension is being fully compressed or
extended.
