5. Never attempt to remove the plug at
the bottom of the nitrogen gas reservoir.
Any attempt to remove the plug implies
serious danger.

6. When scrapping the shock absorber,
follow the instructions for disposal.

To make this shock fit your bike, you
have to modify the seat base!

A WARNING!

1. It’s advisable to have an Ohlins dealer
or other qualified person to fit your shock
absorber.

2. Instructions in the vehicle service
manual are to be followed when chang-
ing the shock absorber.

3. When working on a lifted vehicle it
must be securely supported to prevent
it from falling.

Remove the staples from the underside
of the seat where the cut is to take place.
(Right side only)

3
Fold back the seat cover and seat foam.

4

Cut 15 to 20 mm of the plastic seat base
off. See sketch.

5
Round all sharp edges off.
6

Stretch the seat cover tightly over the
new cut, and restaple it to the seat base.

NOTE!

Make sure that all bolts are tightened to
the correct torque and that nothing fouls
or restricts movement of the shock
absorber when the suspension is being
fully compressed or extended.

Certain modifications may be necessary
when installing the Ohlins shock ab-
sorber/suspension. It is essential that the
mounting instructions are carefully fol-
lowed.
