Loosen the rear frame upper screw and
remove the lower one so that the rear frame
can be rotated upwards.

Install the Ohlins shock absorber in the same
way as the original unit. Fasten it by using the
two original screws, but do not tighten yet.

Lower the motorcycle so that the shock
absorber is sligthly compressed, before
tightening the screws.

Tighten the upper and the lower attachments
according to KTM specifications.

Reinstall the rear frame. Make sure that all
removed parts are installed in the same way
as they were before the installation.
